I would like to take this opportunity to welcome back our returning faculty and coaches and to 

welcome our new faculty and coaches as well.  I am delighted to be again serving as your union president 

and I look forward to working with all of you on many projects, and in many venues, this upcoming 

academic year.  That said, this academic year is a troubling one for Clarion University as we face budget 

uncertainties in the present, the certainty of budget shortfalls in the future, and as we face the upcoming 

reality that we will have a new president at Clarion University next academic year.  I want to briefly 

address all three of these troubles: 

 

As you know, we do not currently have a budget appropriation from the Commonwealth.  President 

Grunenwald has assured us that the University can operate through the end of this calendar year without 

such an appropriation given tuition and our current reserve funds.  It is my hope that this situation will 

resolve quickly (maybe even before you find this newsletter in your mailbox!) and it is my strong belief 

that we will have an appropriation before our fiscal situation becomes genuinely desperate.  What the actual 

appropriation will be is anyone’s guess, but it almost certainly will constitute a reduction from last year, 

though there is some possibility that any reduction would be filled with stimulus money.  Still, the best we 

can hope for is a flat appropriation, which is a de facto cut given rising personnel costs and annual 

increases in operating expenses.  So, we will definitely be doing more this year with less.   

 

Yet, the trouble is not so much with this year, but with next.  The economic picture cannot turn 

around fast enough to fill state coffers with sufficient tax revenues and the probability of any substantial tax 

increase is low.  Thus, not only will we suffer a likely reduction in the budget this year, but be hit with a 

further reduction next year as well.  It is because of this extended reduction in the state appropriation that 

the PASSHE has been trying—in a rather passive aggressive fashion—to get APSCUF to open up the 

current contract (which runs through 2010-2011) so that it can renegotiate our salary schedule.  I can assure 

you that there is no willingness on my part, and little willingness among union leaders in general, to 

renegotiate anything.  It is almost never a good idea to give up gains you have worked hard to make in 

exchange for promises of recompense in the future and it is always a bad idea to give up such gains without 

sufficient evidence for doing so.  We can be certain of budget cuts, but we cannot be certain how large they 

will be.  We have had budget cuts in the past, as many of you know, but we have survived them without 

ever opening up a contract to address them. 

 

Finally, our current University President, Dr. Joseph Grunenwald, is retiring at the end of this 

academic year.  Regardless of your opinion of his tenure as president, no one can fairly deny that he has  
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been a friend of the CBA and someone who appreciates the value and importance of collective bargaining.  

Indeed, many of you may not realize that Joe Grunenwald was once himself President of Clarion APSCUF.  

He has fostered and supported the concept of shared governance at Clarion University and is in no small 

part responsible for the generally collegial atmosphere that exists between the Clarion administration and 

Clarion APSCUF.     

 

APSCUF’s Nominations & Elections Committee is currently soliciting faculty names to serve on 

the Council of Trustee’s Presidential Search Committee.  I hope you consider running for this very 

important committee.  We don’t know who our next president will be, but individuals serving on this 

committee can do much to help us hire a president who is familiar with collective bargaining and who 

understands and appreciates the value a faculty union has in successfully managing a university.     

 

Well, that is more than enough for now.  Enjoy the rest of the semester and I will see you at our 

union meeting on September 29th, at 4:00 p.m. in Hart Chapel.
